Accomplishments 

1. To City Council Committee of the Whole on October 29, reviewed Bicycle Board duties and responsibilities as specified in the Bicycle Board Procedural Guidelines; presented a summary of Bicycle Board accomplishments; presented 7 top priority no-cost planned actions selected from the 62 actions in the Greater Morgantown Bicycle Plan that was approved by the City Council May 2012; presented a draft resolution (see below) to implement the 7 actions plus a requirement to monthly review their implementation status.  

2. Identified 4 actions planned in the Greater Morgantown Bicycle Plan that fit the requirements for MAP-21 Transportation Alternatives funding and developed plans to write grant applications.

3. Supported development of plan outline and maps for November 6 MMMPO open house for bicycle plan.

4. Participated in Oct. 10 MPO CAC meeting.

5. Delivered guest lecture on Confident City Cycling to WVU Sustainable Living Class Oct. 16

6. Delivered presentation on Economic Impact of Bicycling to WV Connecting Communities Board of Directors Meeting in Richwood WV October 24

Plans for Next Month

1. Develop responses to City Council requests from October 29 Bicycle Board presentation to Committee of the Whole.

2. Initiate grant applications for federal Transportation Alternative Program funding to support Greater Morgantown Bicycle Plan implementation.  Submit Intents to Apply to WVDOT.

3. Continue to support City in establishing bicycle-climbing lane on Mon Blvd. between Eighth St. and Evansdale Dr.

4. Continue to support MPO in bicycle plan development.

RESOLUTION TO IMPLEMENT SELECTED ACTIONS 
FROM THE GREATER MORGANTOWN BICYCLE PLAN

Whereas, in 2006, Morgantown City Council created the Morgantown Municipal Bicycle Board to serve the purpose and to perform the duties specified in Bicycle Board Procedural Guidelines;

Whereas, the procedural guidelines require the Bicycle Board to create a city bicycle plan; 

Whereas, the Bicycle Board developed the Greater Morgantown Bicycle Plan which incorporates guidance and concurrence from the City Manager, City department heads including Development Services, Engineering, Public Works and Police as well as WVDOH and WVU Transportation and Parking;

Whereas, City Council unanimously adopted the Greater Morgantown Bicycle Plan in May 2012;

Whereas, the Bicycle Board has identified high priority planned actions, which do not require more funding than currently budgeted;

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, Morgantown City Council authorizes the City Manager to implement the following actions: 
1. Add a line item, “Bicycle Friendly Community” to the annual budget.


2. Cite bicyclists who run stop signs, ride against traffic, make improper turns or violate other driver laws and cite motorists for improper driving with emphasis on failure to stop for stop signs, failure to yield at intersections and for passing cyclists too closely and too fast and issue ‘rights and duties’ card to violators.

3. Take the lead and work with WVDOH to install bicycle-climbing lane on Monongahela Boulevard between Eighth Street and Evansdale Drive and assure the public that this project will be completed by April 30, 2014. 


4. Establish and maintain a plan for traffic enforcement to improve bicycling safety and to reduce the perceived risk of bicycling in Morgantown. Measure bicycle use, bicycle crashes, bicycle injuries and bicycle-related citations. Use data to inform the public and to include in annual ‘Enforcement for Bicycle Safety’ workshops for the police department. 

5. Extend ordinance 1349.08 (C) that requires secure bicycle parking in developments of significant impact in the downtown business district in all multi-family developments within the City.  

6. Promote Bike to Work month, week and day by riding his bike to work.  
7. Determine current bicycle traffic patterns and update when infrastructure changes are contemplated and implemented. 

8. Provide Council monthly progress reports on each of these actions.
